Replevin in the delinet. Issues—non delinet ; Properly not Plaintiff's ; Property Defendant’s, not
Plaintiff’s. Verdict for Defendant. Motion Jor new trial overruled.

Brrr or Excerrions. — John Webster, being sworn, testified os fcllows: That he was

acquainted with the plaintiff and with James Shion; that during the month of February, 1854, the

plaintiff and said James Shinn both lived upon a farm, in Marzhall county, belonging to the witness;
that some time prior, or about the first of February in said year, witness sold to said James Shinn

the mare in controversy in this suit; that at that time said Shinn owned and had the harness in con-

troversy in this suit; that sometime about the last of Febreary in said year, the witness had a con-

versation with James Shinn, (which conversation, so far as it related to Shinn's declaratjons pot

made in presence of plaintiff, was objected to by plaintiff, and objection overruled by the Court,) in

which witness asked said Shinn if he (Shinn) kad given the plaintiff (Parsons) a mortgage to secure

his debt ; that said Shinn said he had not given a written mortgage, but that he had wrned out the

said mare and hareess to the plaintiff for him to hold until his debt was paid ; that Shinn also said

at the same time that he owed Parsons over n hundred dollars, and that Parsons was to hold the mare

and harness until it was paid ; that it was for borrowed money. Witness [urther testified that sajd

Parsons and Shinn bad taken and were 1o work witness' farm for that year jointly; that sajd Par-

sons had furniched one horse, and said Shinn bad furnished the mare in controversy ; that they had

kept the two together to make a team, and had used, and had intended to use, the team for the

mutual Lenefit of both ; that from the time of the conversation between witness and Shinn, untjl the

trial, when the mare was alterward taken from Paisons by Gore, witness had always heard Parsons

speak of the mare as his; that he always claimed her; that witness had heard Parsons call the mare

his in Shion's presence, nnd Shinn made no answer ; that during that period witness saw both Par-

sons and Shinn use the team:  Witness [urther testified that he had heard boih Parsons and Shinp

slate that Shinn owed Parsons over one hundred dollars ; that Parsons used the mare as his own

Said witness further testified that some time in the month of March, 1854, Parsons and Shinn and

witness went together in a wagon to a sale ; that the said team was driven before the wagon, and
o

driven by Parsons. to the sale; that at the sale, Shinn killed Orgon, and was arrested and taken

off ; that he did not return with Parsons and the witness ; that Parsons drove the said team home ;
)

that from that time to the time when the mare and harness in controversy were taken from Parsons

by Gore, Pars yas i ssessi i imi i
y » Xarsons was in the actual possession of said mare and harness, claiming title to the same,

and calling them his own ; that Shinn never came back; that before and after his suit commencing
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with Shinn, when Parsons desired he took the teair and used it, and that Shinn also used it when-
ever he desired ; that he saw no difference in the use of said team ; that he (Webster) during the
whole of said February and March, lived in the same house with Shinn and Parsons; that 1st of
February Shinn bought the mare of him and paid for her.

On cross-examination said witness stated that after Shinn was arrested, wilness saw potes
made by Shinn in favor of Parsons, in Parsons's possession, for inore than one hundred dollars; that
the notes bore date four to six weeks prior to the time witness saw them.

The plaintiff then introduced Silas Ramsey, a witness who being sworn, testified: That 1n
ke month of March, 1854, belore the defendant Overmiie purchased themare and harness in contro-
versy, the witness as agent for and at the request of plaintiff, notified defendant that plaintiff claimed
said property, and would replevy the some, to which defendant replied that he did not care, that he
should hold Richmond for it. Witness further testified that after snid defendant had purchased said

property and before the commencement of this suit, the witness as agent for and at request of
plaintiff demanded the property in controversy from the defendant, and that he refused to deliver the
same.

The plaintiff then introduced John C. Gore, a witness, who being sworn, testified that as the
agent and at the request of S. L. Richmond and Mark Bangs, he went from Lacon toward the place
where Parsons lived after the property in controversy ; that he met Parsons on the way, driving the
mare in controversy with another horse befcre a two horse, wagon; that witness had an execution
against said Parsons and proceeded to levy the same upon the other horse ; that witness also took the
mare and harness in controversy, but against the will and consent of Parsons; that witness took the
property in controversy to Lacon and delivered the same to Bangs.

On cross-examination, wiiness testified that when_he took the property in controversy from
Parsons, Parsons said he had the mare and should hold on to it; that he was liable to Webster for
the price of it, or something to that effect.

The plaintifl here rested his case.

The defendant then introduced Stepben Parsons, n witness, who testified that he was =
nephew of the plaintiff; that shortly after Shinn bought the mare in controversy from Webster
witness applied to Shinn to purchase said mare ; that Shinn informed him that Parsons had a claim
on her and she could not be sold except by Parsons's permission ; that witness applied to Parsons and
Parsons said bis claim was not much—a forty dollar note or something like that—and if witness
wanted to buy her, to buy her, and he would not object. Witness also testified that hé was present
at the sale when Shinn was arrested for killing Organ ; that Shinn said to Parsons to take the mare,
calling her by name, home, and take good care of her; that he would be home in three or four days;
that Shinn was arrested immediately after the killing of Organ.

The defendant then called Mark Bangs, who being sworn, testified that {he had an interest in
the event of the suit ; that he had no notice of Parson’s claim on the property in controversy at the
time of his purchase of it; that he had sold out his interest in the property to Richmond.

The plainufl consented that Bangs might tesify, waiving all objections to his competency.

The defendant then closed his case.

The piaintiff then called Samuel Hnynes, who testified that sometime in February or March,
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1854, witness saw Parsons driving the team ; that Parsons then claimed to cwn the mare in contros
versy, bat told witness that the other horse in the team belonged to Shinn.

This was all the testimony in the case.

The 7th instruction for plaintiff, refused by the court, and to which refusal plaintiff excepted, is
as follows:

14 If it was ngreed botween Shinn ond Parsons that the mare and harness should be considered
in the possession of Parsons as a matter of security for debt, then during the existence of such
ngreement as between Shinn and Parsons, the possession of such property would be deemed to be in
Parsons, although he may have permitted Shinn to have used the property from time to time, and.
although they may have used the property jointly.

The Court, at the request of defendant, gnve the following instructions, to which, among
others, plaintiff excepted.

15 2. Even if the jury believe from the evidence that Shian agreed that Parsons might have
securily on the mare to secure him (Parsons) in a debt that Shinn owed to Parsons, yet if the jury
at the same time believe from the evidence.that the mare was not delivered by Shinn to Parsons
under such an arrangement between them, then any such an arrangzment is void in law, as to ihe
purchasers of Shinn, without notice of Parsons' right.

3. If the jury believe from the evidence, that such an arrangement was made between Shinn
and Parsons as is mentioned in the 2d instructions, and that the mare was not put into possession of
plaintiff under such arrangement ; and if the jury further believe that Shinn sold the mare to Bangs
and Richmond, and that Richmond and Bangs afterwards sold the mare to Overmire ; then the jury
ought to find for the defendant, unless he had notice of Pareons’ claim before the sale to him.

17 6. If the jury find for the defendant then the plaintiff is entitled to recover damages for the
detention of the property from the time this suit was brought, until the present term ; and if the jury
find for the defendant, they will assess such damages at what the proof shows the use of the mare

and harness were worth [or such time.

Ernors Assicxep.—1st.. Judgment and verdict should have been for plaintiff, and not
for defendant.

SUPREME COURT, 3d DIVISION, April Term, 1859,
PARSONS vs. OVERMIRE.—Error o Marshall,

The, ft:cllslnre, that one Shinn in February or March, 1854, being the owner of the property
in the er‘\alllxlenti;ned, and being indebted to the plaintiff, Parsons, morigaged or pledged it orally
to secure a debt due [rom Shinn to Parsons. Parsons and Shinn at the time, lived in the same
house, and were carryiog on a farm together, and this mare and harness and a horse of Parsons’
were alterwards used together as a team, sometimes by one and sometimes by the other. Shinn
and Parsons went in March, 1854, to a sale, with the team, and there Shinn killed a person and was
arrested, and Parsons drove the team home, and alterwards had possession of it. Shinn wasarrested
and never came back.

The defendant claims, probably, under a sale from Shinn to Richmond ard Bangs, and a
sale by them to the defendant. There is, however, no evidence in the record of any such sale by
Shinn; but it may he inferred from the defendant’s third instructions, that this was the way he
elaimed.

It is, however, very evident that the sale, if Inny. Ly Shinn, was after his arrest, and while
Parsons was in the exclusive possession, claiming title as aforesaid.

Richmond and Bangs, in order to get the horse away from Parsons, employed one Gore, who
had, as an officgr, an execution against Parsons. Gore finding Parsons with the team before men-
tioned, levied on the Puarsons horse, and took the Shinn mare and harness without authority, and
delivered them to Richmond and Bangs. A demand was then .mude by plaintiff, and the action
brought.

These are the facis as they oppear in the bill of exceptions.

The 1st point made is, that the verdict was wrong on the evidence.

Unless the defendant proved that there was a sale by Shinn, and that at the time Skinn was
in possession of the horse and delivered il fo the purchaser,the prior sale, pledge or morigage by
Shinn to Parsons cannot be considered invalid. Such a sale is only invalid as to o second sale by
the same vendor, he remnining in possession afler the first sale, and being the visible owner and
possessor at the time of the second sale.

If there were no sale at all from Shinn to Richmond and Bangs, and by them to Overmire,
then Overmire could not raise the question as to whether the sale by Shinn to Parsons was invalid,
by reason of a want of change of possession.

The Bill of Exceptions containing all the evidence, there was none counecting the title of

Overmire with that of Shinn. .
Again, o sale of property held adversely to the vendor's title, has been held not to pass the
property. McGoon vs. Ankney, 11 IIl's, 658.

The defendant’s second instruction is wrong. Suppose the mare was nou delivered by Shinn

to Parsons under the arrangement of the pledge or morigage—if Parsons had got possession and had

it when Shinn sold to Richmond and Bangs, such arrangement was not void in law as to purchasers
of Shinn, the property being so in Parsons’ possession at the time of the sale from Shinn to Rich-
mond and Bangs.

The third instruction of defendant is worse s:ill. Both of these instiuctions should contain
the idea of Shinn being in possession of the horse when he sold it to Bangs and Richmond, and that
he delivered it to them.

The plaintiff’s 7th instruction is the law. Such possession was all that could be delivered
under the circumstances. Shinn and Parsons were living in the same house, and carrying on the
same farm, and the two horses were used by them both to work the farm.

Are persons occupying such a relation to be deprived entirely of the right to sell property
10 each other? Whnere all the possession is delivered that can be, the sale is not fraudulent as to
subsequent purchasers, &c.

The court will find no evidence in the record that Shinn remained in possession, and deing tn
possession at the lime, sold and delivered the property 1o any one, subsequently to the time he pledged
it to the plaintiff; and this should affirmatively appear before the second purchaser is in a condition
to set up that the first sale was fravdulent, because possession was not delivered.

The renson of the law is, that one having sold, shall not, by remaining in possession and
selling again as the possessor and apparent owner, thus defraud the second purchaser, by inducing
the belief that the vendor o in possession is the owner. On the contrary, it appenrs plain enough,
that if the omitted fact, if it exists, of the sale by Shinn to Richmond and Bangs were in the Bill of
Exceptions, the second sale was when Parsons was in the exclusive possession of the property,
claiming it adversely to Shinn,

It appears by the pleas that Richmond and Bangs are attorneys at law.  Shinn had killed a
mon and was arrested. I Shinn did sell the horse to Richmond and Bangs, the inference is, that it

was to pay the uttorneys o retainer for the defence in the approaching trial, and that this was at the

time when the mare was in the possession of Parsons, then claiming that it was pledged to him as.
